Title of Lesson: Exploration of Mummies 
Age/ Grade level: 6th Grade

1. Learning Objectives:

c.) My method of assessment will be after the children read the book a section at a time, having dittos such as the mummification and afterlife dittos to help reinforce what they have read. They will also have the opportunity to go to the website provided below to test their skills of how to mummify someone in a fun and interactive way. They will also be taking part in the mummification of a chicken bought at the grocery store. 

d.) To vary the lesson I could have the learner tell me what they learned about the mummification process instead of completing the dittos. They could also draw a picture of what they thought the process might look like and have them tell me about it after they are done. Then later, they can participate in the experiment just like the rest of the class.

Lesson Process:

a.) Introduction: (While having a chicken bought from the grocery store, on the table in front of me) “Thank you all for coming today to the mummification of Mr. Chicken. Can anyone tell me what we should do first?” (As the children all look around, bewildered) I step in and say, “I’m just kidding, we all need to learn about the mummification process and afterlife before we attempt to do anything with this chicken. So, lets continue learning about Ancient Egypt and begin learning about mummies and the afterlife so that we can later, when we have much knowledge, actually mummify this chicken!”
b.) Learning Procedures: After I got the children all excited about learning about mummies I would pass the book; Secrets of the Mummies to each child. I would have them explore the book while I showed pictures of what a mummy looks like on the Elmo (Examples are below). I would split the pages up in the book so that they would be evenly read throughout the week. I would have the children complete the dittos on mummification and the afterlife after they have read and attained the proper information on the topics. Towards the end of the week, around Thursday, I would have the children split up into pairs and go to the website provided above and play the mummy game to see what they learned by reading the book and if they truly understand the mummification process
c.) Conclusion: To wrap up the lesson on Friday, I would set aside the majority of the afternoon to make the classroom mummy. This would be a fun way to put what we have learned and apply it in real life. The classroom mummy would be something that the class would have as an ongoing project. The class will pick a safe place (approved by the principal) to burry the mummy and at the end of the school year, the class will dig it up and re-exam it.

If there is time left I would have the children do the Mummy word search as a fun activity.
